The square symmetry of this house is typical of the formality of
the Italianate style, although the original metal roof cresting
(wrought iron work) and original front porch are missing. It was

built in 1884 by Henry and Almira Alexander, who had moved to
Healdsburg from Iowa with several of their 11 children in 1881.

Henry was the nephew of northern Sonoma County's first white settler,
Cyrus Alexander, who settled in the area in 1841. Henry, born in
Illinois in 1824 met and married his wife in Chicago, and in 1855

the couple moved to Mona, Iowa. There Alexander served as postmaster
for 20 years as well as being a prominent merchant. Soon after the
family's arrival in Healdsburg, three of Henry's sons started the
Alexander Brothers grocery in the newly-built (1884) Gobbi Building
on Center Street. Henry Alexander served as the Methodist Church
deacon until his death in 1891. Almira died here in 1899.
