This house was built in 1887 on the campus of Healdsburg College (a Seventh-
day Adventist Church College) for its President William C. Grainger. It was

moved in 1909 from the dormitory site at Fitch 8.'ld Grant Streets to its pre-
sent location. It is the only remaining building associated with the Hea1ds-
burg College.
William C. Grainger was born at Warrensburg, Johnson County, Missouri in 1844
He attended the State University in Columbia Missouri and graduated in 1867,

Valley he was converted by a neighbor, Abram LaRue, to the Seventh-day
Adventist Church. When Healdsburg College began its first full year on
July 27, 1882, William Grainger was asked to teach Natural Science. He too"
over as President of the College in 1887 a position he held until 1894.
left Healdsburg with one of his students, T.H. Okahira to begin the firs
S.D.A. missionary work in Japan. He died after a short illness in Japan _

1899 at the age of 55.
