These two barns and water
tower fulfilled their purpose. See (131-170-25-0).

Hiram Briggs, a native of Iowa, born in 1840, settled in the Alexander

Valley in the 1860's. These buildings are part of his ranch complex
which once included 7,000 acres in this area.

This varietal complex of 19th century, ancillary buildings is a
visual landmark along Highway 128 in Alexander Valley. Once
common, these simple complexes are now rare.
