James M. born in
Tennessee in 1829, settled in Alexander Valley in 1851, and Barbara, born
in 1836, came to the Russian River in 1852. Soon thereafter they were
united in marriage at Brooks place on Maacama Creek. Raising a family

of 9 children, the Chitwoods maintained their farm of 50 acres until his
death in 1899. His son sold the ranch to C.D. Masters in 1914 and moved
to "Jimtown".
