This cottage with hip and gabled roof is built over a raised founda-
tion. lt has front and side gables containing multi-lite fixed sash
with cut shingles filling around. The front gable has a slanted bay
below with hip roof and turned and sawn brackets. The siding is
barrow rustic and the porch has turned columns with turned and sawn
brackets and apron. The balustrade system on the stairs has been
replaced.
