Louis C. Koberg had this home built in 1899. Koberg, a native of
California born in 1870, had purchased the jewelry business of another
German, B.F. Winkler in 1899. Koberg built a new store (see 002-181-
21-2) in 1908 on Plaza Street. Koberg sold out his business to F.W.
Frisch in 1914, but continued to live here until his death.
