19. Briefly state historical and/or architectural importance (include dates, events, and persons as.sociated yvith the sit.e.) :
Israel Cook, one of the first settlers to reach California, built this
house and barn in 1875 after he gave up gold mining. In 1877 Cook owned
70 acres. By 1898 the property belonged to Frank Schmidt, Cook having
moved into Healdsburg circa 1895, where he died in 1903. Schmidt bought
the cook land and part of an adjacent parcel and established a winery in
1889 that operated until at least 1905. This parcel was purchased
recently by the Foppiano family who currently own the winery directly
north of this site.

This home may have begun with just the 1% story section and had the

side additions and porch added at later dates.

The original portions of this structure illustrate the classic detailing
of the more elaborate homes during the mid-settlement era, and later
additions have continued this detailing.
