This is a one story many volumed Queen Anne Cottage on a raised
foundation. The hip roof central volume is extended by an offset
angled bay at the front and a square bay on the left side. Each has

a flared, fishscale shingled pediment topped by a finial. The porch
has turned and shaped posts with scroll carved brackets above a fluted
stick railing. A concrete curb with entrance pilasters and a picket
fence surrounds the front lawn on this corner lot.

This home is part of the Piper Street District.

19. Briefly state historical and/or architectural importance (include dates, events, and persons associated with the site.)

This home was built for John and Maggie Cook, a couple who spent their
honeymoon crossing the plains to California in a covered wagon. John,
a native of Kentucky born in 1827, and his wife, born in Indiana in
1842, first settled a t Lake Tahoe where they ran a sawmill and later
a hotel. The Cooks resettled in 1865 on a seven acre fruit ranch on
the Russian River, one mile south of Healdsburg. By 1884 the Cooks
were wealthy enough to buy several town properties, including a large
house directly east of this site on Piper Street. They built this
home in 1901, five years after they purchased this land. Although

the Cooks lived here, John continued to work his original fruit ranch,
traveling each day by wagon until his death at age 86 in 1913. Maggie
died here in 1917.
