This two-story has an unusually heavily truncated roof with several
gables. The cornice is boxed with cornice brackets at the corners
and a plain frieze. The small gables have a very ornate gable brace
with sawn and turned elements and a sunburst in the gable wall. The
double hung windows have a small molded head casing. The front porch
has a truncated roof with turned columns and brackets with sawn lace
filling between. The balustrade system has been removed.

This house is unusual in that the basic frame structure is similar
in shape to many earlier and more formal structures and yet relies on
the use of detailing comon to queen anne's to give it its style.
This Henry H. Pyne House is identical to the "Prince Mansion" located
at 219 Piper (See O02-l23-l6). Henry H. Pyne owned the property at
the time it was built, circa l87S. Henry H. Pyne was born in New
York in l85l. A plasterer by trade, Pyne bought A. H. Ingham's
Plastering Business in 1878. While continuing in his successful
occupation, he served his comunity as City Trustee, resigning from
this position when he and his family moved to Ventura, California
in l9ll. Henry Pyne's first wife, Ella, died in l888. He maried
Mrs. Bessie Warren Kendall in 1898. He had two children.
