TWO FOOT TWO, EYES OF BLUE 

The dolls have taken over the museum for the past month and t h e i r 
popularity has attracted v i s i t o r s from near and faro This special col--
le c t i o n , belonging to Verna Lafon, ranges from t i n y "Frozen Charlotte" 
dolls to others that are l i f e l i k e i n size and looks, and a l l are beau­
t i f u l l y dressed and groomedo 

Verna has been c o l l e c t i n g d o l l s for s i x years, receiving some i n 
c r i t i c a l condition, and she has become expert i n restoring them to 
nearly new again. The "Splashme Doll" i s of p a r t i c u l a r importance, as 
i t was created by "Gene George", a trade name used by Mrs. George H o 
Warfield, who produced and distributed these d o l l s nationally, as ear­
l y as 1 9 I 8 0 

I t i s hoped that other l o c a l c o l l e c t i o n s , not necessarily h i s t o r ­
i c a l , w i l l be available for showing at the museumo This would make i t 
possible for many to see and appreciate a hobby that, perhaps for lack 
of exposure, doesn't receive the attention and regard that i t should,

Some of the recent acquisitions at the museum received from our 

members include two gold trophies of importance, from Marge Reynolds 
and Eleanor Schwab; excellent h i s t o r i c a l photos from Anna Smith, Elva 
Grant, and Jack Lewis; an 1890 typewriter from Major P h i l l i p s , a c o l ­
l e c t i o n of household items from Laura Wagele and Maxine B e l l that i n ­
cludes a unique s i l v e r butter dish, a coffee grinder, and something 
seldom seen, an old iron footscraper. An extensive c o l l e c t i o n from 
Bob Hassett includes a number of early day newspapers, a county a t l a s 
of 18779 commercial paper, documents, and photos. Two seventy year old 
washing machines came from Mrs, Ray Shelley; an oak chair with rawhide 
seat from Francis Sten; a Farmer & Mechanics Saving Bank from Fran 
Branern; a century-old upholstered chair from Raymonda Croce; a book 
"Pen Pictures from the Garden of the World" from Mrs, E, Howse; and 
from Helen Latimer a valuable c o l l e c t i o n including two paintings of the 
Geysers done before 1864, copies of l e t t e r s from Lorenzo D, Latimer 
and a photo of Judge Latimer with h i s brothers. The speaker at our 
l a s t meeting, Sherman Boivin, sent us a copy of "Cemetery Records, 
1 8 4 6 - 1 9 2 1 " for the Museum, - 1 - . 



EARTHQUAKE SPECIAL 

"Tuesday evening, A p r i l 1 7 t h , 1 9 0 6 , was as f a i r and pleasant as one 
could desire, but l a t e r i n the night the atmosphere grew warm and s u l ­
t r y , and surplus covers were thrown o f f . This was the only indication 
of unusual conditionso 

"At 5 : 1 3 Wednesday morning the shock occurredo I t started quite 
gently, but quickly increased, u n t i l i t became absolutely t e r r i f i c i n 
i t s force. I t was accompanied by a f e a r f u l noise, atmospheric and 
subterranean, interspersed with the crash of f a l l i n g buildings, 

"Chimneys went down by the hundreds and weak structures collapsed. 
Along the Russian River and Dry Creek bottom lands the earth opened 
i n small and large f i s s u r e s , through which i n some instances, sub­
terranean water spouted. I n places the ground was l e f t i n ridges, 

"Near the Bidwell place, on Russian River, ten or twenty acres, 
covered with timber, was badly f i s s u r e d and many trees were torn up. 
The long bridge crossing the r i v e r i n Alexander Valley was thrown 
down, and many f i s s u r e s were made, 

"Rocks were heaved from t h e i r beds on F i t c h Mountain and r o l l e d 
down into the r i v e r , 

"Many farm houses were more or l e s s injured^ The residence of 
M o V , Frost was l i f t e d from i t s foundation, and i s p r a c t i c a l l y ruined, 

"Such a tremendous seismic disturbance has never, within the mem­
ory of man, been f e l t i n t h i s v a l l e y or county. Shocks were f e l t at 
i n t e r v a l s for several days, but they were s l i g h t , and did no damage, 
though causing considerable uneasiness among the timdd ones, 

" I n Healdsburg the Odd Fellows* fi n e building, Whitney's Drug 
Store, the Cohen br i c k adjoining the Odd Fellows' building, the 
Grangers' building, and S,J, Hall's brick building, are a l l t o t a l 
wrecks. Every brick building i n town was more or l e s s damaged, some 
of the more serious being the Union Hotel, Carl Muller's building, 
Henry Fox' Masonic Block, the Kruse building, the saloon of Quim 
Sewell, Red Mens H a l l , the Sotoyome Hotel, Dr, Biddle's house, Fontana 
& Co, and many, many more, 

"Fortunately no l i v e s were l o s t , J,G, Taylor the harness man was 
imprisoned by f a l l i n g debris and s e r i o u s l y injured, William Day and 
True McCord of t h i s c i t y were k i l l e d at Santa Rosao 
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Fitch Mountain Tavern, V/i miles from Healdsburg 
on South Fitch Mountain Road, about 1922.

PIONEER RECOLLECTIONS 
By John S o Williams 

(Editor's Note: This, the f i r s t of four a r t i c l e s by 
J o S o Williams, was written i n 1914) 
I have l i v e d i n Sonoma County more or l e s s since the 14th of Decem­

ber, 1 8 4 8 o I came to Healdsburg from the ranch located about s i x miles 
below the town on Russian River i n 1 8 5 7 o Healdsburg was a small town 
at that time and I was also a small specimen of humanity, but I r e c o l ­
l e c t some things that occurred then better than I do those that hap­
pened long years afterward. 

The old Sotoyome Hotel stood where the present one i s now located. 
I t was about one story and a h a l f high and about the same i n length as 
the present one, I think B i l l y Thurgood was proprietoro George W o 
Grannis was the f i r s t Wells Fargo company agent. His o f f i c e was l o ­
cated i n the main room of the hotel, James E, Fenno was the f i r s t 
jeweler and watchmaker i n t h i s town. He was also leader of the f i r s t 
banld organized here. The old two Rs and two Bs (Russian River Brass 
Band) was the best band that ever tooted a horn i n C a l i f o r n i a i n those 
days, I do not r e c a l l today but one member of that famous old band 
who i s s t i l l among us - Charles F i t c h , our well known townsman, J , J , 
Piper was one of our early day physicians, as also Doctors Bonham, 
Banford and Ormsbyo Dr, Bonham owned the house and l o t where John 
Clack now l i v e s (where the Aven Theatre stands today). The b r i c k , a l ­
most opposite, the John Daly building, i f I mistake not, was the f i r s t 
brick building b u i l t i n Healdsburg, at l e a s t the f i r s t of which I have 
any r e c o l l e c t i o n . McManus and Powell b u i l t i t , and i t was occupied by 
McManus as a general store for a long time, A man by the name of Cox 
published the f i r s t paper i n t h i s town i n an upper room of t h i s build­
ing, facing on West Street, I do not r e c a l l the t i t l e of the sheet -
have forgotten, Macy had the f i r s t drug store. I t was about where 
Raabe's hardware store now stands, R, Hertel had a general store near 
where Byington now i s , Harmon Heald's store was, I think, not many 
doors south of the Union Hotel, Henry D, Ley had a paint shop where 
the F i r s t National Bank now stands, Andy Skillman had a blacksmith 
shop where Swanson's meat market i s now located, John Bailhache and 
L o A , Norton, attorneys-at-law, had t h e i r o f f i c e on the corner now 
occuped by Neilson & Beeson, That side (of the Plaza) i n those days 
was a l l home s i t e s , also south from the City H a l l , and running east 
toward the Catholic Church, There were no business houses on the 



east and south sides of the Plaza at that timeo Murry had the f i r s t 
photograph g a l l e r y , and i t stood on wheels near Henry Do Ley's paint 
shopo He also was a red-headed school teacher at one timeo I remem­
ber an incident that occurred to me at Shiloh (not the Battle of 
Shiloh) but an educational center located some three or four miles 
south of Windsor, now known as Shiloh O h u r c h o Mr, Murry was then the 
undisputed monarch of a l l he surveyed at that schoolo I t was my f i r s t 
introduction to the i n s t i t u t i o n . School was calledo There were no 
e l e c t r i c b e l l s i n those days to remind us that the recreation hour 
was up and that we had to go into books. A l l of them went i n but 
me, I took a seat i n front of the door, Mr, Murry came around and 
told me to come i n and have a seat, I told him there were too many 
i n there now, and I would j u s t as soon remain where I was. He i n ­
siste d that I should come i n and I i n s i s t e d that I would not. So he 
sent Henry Groves a f t e r a package of inducements i n the shape of 
switches, three or four feet long. There was always room enough i n 
the Shiloh school house a f t e r that, John Mulgrew and I had the p r i v ­
ilege of seeing the gentleman commit suicide, being eye witnesses to 
i t , during the time he was i n business here i n ' 5 8 or ' 5 9 o _

The following narrative i s part of a series of a r t i c l e s written by 
JULIUS MTRON ALEXANDER i n 1 9 2 0 e n t i t l e d "Once Upon a Time": 

"Out i n Alexander Valley, from where Sausal Creek flows into the 
v a l l e y extending f a r toward the banks of Russian River, was a dense 
thicket of willows o This was the hiding place for many wild c a t t l e 
of the range. Here the F i t c h and Alexander c a t t l e would mingle u n t i l 
t h e i r i d e n t i t y was l o s t save i n the ear marks and brand. I t was a 
task, but a pleasant one, for the vacqueros of old to separate these 
wild c a t t l e and get the Fitch's brand back to t h e i r range. To do t h i s 
i t was often necessary to resoi?t to t h e i r "cabestro", or trained ox, 

"The cabestro, l i k e the leader sheep of a band, had been taught 
to p i l o t the way home. The old ox was gentle and was cared for at 
home as a pet, A hole had been bored through h i s horn, which served 
as a hitching post for the stubborn of the household, who would remain 
too long away from home. The old ox became very deft i n the manipu­
l a t i o n of h i s horn hitching post and l i k e a compass, that horn would 
always point homeward. These wild c a t t l e of the Sausal and other por­
tions of the range, would be roped with the r i a t a , t i e d to the "cabes­
t r o " , which would lead them into the boundary of the home c i r c l e . 
Others of the wild would follow the bait to the trap, making i t a 
home-coming celebration for the d e r e l i c t s of the household, 

"The making of ropes i n those days was close to a science i n work­
manship. For the r i a t a the hide of a steer would be cut into a large 
c i r c u l a r piece and t h i s 
would be cut into long 
s t r i p s . These would be 
fastened between two 
trees and oiled with the 
brain of the slaughtered 
beef. The heat of the 
sun would stretch the 
s t r i p s very taut. They 
were then moistened to 
make them plia b l e and 
plaited by fours, sixes 
or eights, into the r i ­
ata of the Mexican vac-
quero. Hair ropes were 
also of common use and 
were made from the h a i r 
of the horse's mane. 
This was of a f i n e r qual 
i t y than the t a i l h a i r , 
and was always preferred 
for the making of ropes and the jaquima ( i n English called hackimore), 

"Game was p l e n t i f u l and the laguna j u s t south of the old F i t c h 
adobe home swarmed with wild geese and ducks and these were easy t a r ­
gets for the boys of the neighborhood, 

"The Indians had a custom of making an annual drive of the deer 
and antelope of F i t c h mountain. These would be surrounded by hundreds 
of Indians and driven to the c l i f f of rocks on the south slope of 
Fi t c h mountain and i n a wild rush they would be crowded over the high 
bluf f by scores to be slaughtered by the Indians i n waiting at the 
foot of the precipice.

DEDICATION 
HOP KILN WINERY AT GRIFFIN VINEYARD 

6 O 5 O Westside Road 
On May 1st our Society w i l l a s s i s t with the formal dedication of 

the h i s t o r i c Walters' Hop K i l n as a registered C a l i f o r n i a H i s t o r i c a l 
Landmark, This i s on the ranch known for many years as Fenton Acres, 
The dedication ceremonies w i l l be at 2 : 0 0 p o m , with guests i n v i t e d to 
a r r i v e at 1 1 : 3 0 a,m. Please bring pic n i c lunches and a blanket to s i t 
on. Turn of the century costume i s optional. There w i l l be period 
songs and other entertainment, including the Healdsburg High School 
Band, Tom Roscoe w i l l be the Master of Ceremonies, Speaker at the 
dedication ceremonies w i l l be Senator Peter Behr, 

This w i l l a l l take place on the ranch that was f i r s t s e t t l e d by the 
pioneer A,J, Gordon i n 1848, The greater part of the ranch remained 
i n the family u n t i l purchased by Dr, Martin G r i f f i n , J r , i n 1 9 5 9 o For 
those not f a m i l i a r with the area, go down Westside Road about s i x 
miles to i t s junction with Sweetwater Springs Road, And there you are,

The Alexander Valley Community H a l l was b u i l t i n 1 9 2 3 with the 
v a l l e y men donating t h e i r labor to build i t and Stevens Lumber Co, 
donating the lumber. At the dedication of the h a l l , held J u l y 14th 
of that year, Mrs, Belle Leroux, who was instrumental i n i t s planning, 
acted as chairman. Soon a f t e r , she organized a Community Club that 
met there. I t was a popular place for dances and v a l l e y a c t i v i t i e s . 

I n 1 9 3 1 the h a l l was moved back from the road to i t s present l o ­
cation. The l o t i s 87 by 429 feet. Basketball was played at the 
h a l l when a g i r l s basketball team was organized i n 1 9 2 9 and games 
were played u n t i l 1 9 3 2 , Members of the team included Irene Wasson, 
Mildred Kitchen, Winifred Wilson, Fern Wasson, Helen Martin, Adela 
G r i f f i t h , Maxine Patterson, Gladys Wasson, Lois Nugent, and Vivian 
Wasson, However the f i r s t basketball game played i n the h a l l was 
i n November, 1 9 2 3 9 when a v a l l e y team consisting of George Penry, 
Russell Leroux, George Meek, Wilbur Peavler, Charlie Neussle, and 
Melvin Wilson played and defeated a team from the Healdsburg Grammar 
School, Teachers Margaret Grove and Gretchan H a l l accompanied the 
Healdsburg team, 

Saturday night dances were popular and drew crowds of three to 
four hundred who, i n that f i r s t year, danced to the music of Lyttaker's 
orchestra. I t was a favorite spot for people from Healdsburg and 
Geyserville, Refreshments or a l i g h t supper was usually served dur­
ing the evening intermission.

"The erection of the Presbyterian parsonage has commencedo The lot 
i s on F i t c h s t r e e t , and cuts off a portion of the public school 
groundso 

"Dro Brotherton of San Francisco has moved with h i s family to 
Healdsburg and resides i n Jesse Seaman's house on Matheson Streeto 
D r , Brotherton i s an Episcopal minister, 

"Joseph Jones, Geo, Jacobs, Ho Do Parr, HoEo Carver, GeOo Bo Pense, 
et a l , have engaged i n developing a placer claim at a point on Russian 
River c a l l e d Horseshoe Bend, 134 miles east of Healdsburg on J i r a h 
Luce's l a n d o The claim i s one discovered and prospected i n e a r l y days, 
but abandoned because of the s c a r c i t y of watero Some d i r t y i e l d s 10 
cents to the pan, which i s considered richo 

"Dro Gamble has commenced the erection of a two-story frame build­
ing on the corner of Powell and Center s t r e e t s . The f i r s t f l o o r w i l l 
be divided into two o f f i c e s and the second f l o o r w i l l be used by the 
Doctor as a residence« 

"Ina Bo M i l l e r , widow of the l a t e WoL, M i l l e r , has purchased Oak-
wood V i l l a from i t s l a t e owner, C a p t o CoHo Barretto This place, known 
as the Abbey farm, and l y i n g about a mile and a h a l f south of Healds­
burg, w i l l be improved to be one of the f i n e s t summer resorts i n the 
s t a t e o I t w i l l be renamed "Riverside Farm"o Jenkins, Terry and Shull 
are commencing the new cottages to be erected, 

"JoFo Schwab has opened a boot and shoe shop i n the building re­
cently occupied by Krider and Laymance, Mro Schwab formerly resided 
at Vallejo but he expects to remain i n Healdsburg permanentlyo 

" L i t t l e Charlie Raymond, aged about seven years, met with a painful 
accident when he f e l l from a hay l o f t and struck h i s head on some 
timbers on the flooro A gash was i n f l i c t e d on h i s forehead and scalp 
requiring s i x s t i t c h e s o 

"The Christian Church i n North Healdsburg appointed members AoJ, 
Gallaway, WoHo H a l l , and HoOo Ferguson to act as Trustees to receive 
from Li e u a l l e n Jo H a l l a deed to the burying grounds situated on h i s 
land and known as the Big Plains burying ground. These trustees would 
also see to the fencing and other improvements on the groundo

HU£.?AND KILLED AT HOLIDAY BALL 
The f i r s t homicide of record i n Healdsburg was a tragedy occurring 

on Christmas Eve of 1 8 5 7 at a B a l l held i n the Russian River House when 
young Jim H o l l i s was k i l l e d by a man named Domes, The Russian River 
House was located then on the corner where the Ar c t i c C i r c l e Restaur­
ant i s today, 

Jim, who was working for the Brumfield family, had some months ear­
l i e r married a daughter of William Kincaid, She had previously been 
married and had a daughter by George Clater, Jim and h i s new wife 
didn't get on too well and af t e r s i x or seven weeks she l e f t him. 
Domes accompanied her to the B a l l that night, where they met H o l l i s , 
and daring the intermission of the dance, and while many of those as­
sembled were partaking of supper, the two men got into a quarrel and 
f i g h t , knives were drawn, and H o l l i s was stabbed eight times. Bleed­
ing from h i s wounds, he ran down the s t a i r s and f e l l dead. I n the f r a ­
cas two prominent c i t i z e n s , Richard Harrison and Gen, W,H, Hartman, 
were both severely cut on the wr i s t s while t r y i n g to separate them. 

The Grand Jury f a i l e d to fin d an indictment against Domes and 
shortly a f t e r h i s ac q u i t t a l Domes l e f t the county supposedly for the 
east, but i n r e a l i t y for Alameda County, where he soon a f t e r married 
Mrs, H o l l i s , the wife of the deceased, who had followed him to that 
county. The Grand Jury then found a b i l l against him for k i l l i n g
