St. John's Hall, part of the Healdsburg Catholic Church, was built in 1923 as
an addition to the public grammar school that stood nearby. The site of this
grammar school is of note because it was the first free public school built
in l87l on land donated by Harmon Heald. The orginal grammar school building
was moved in 1906 to Fitch Street being replaced by a two-story cobblestone
elementary school at this site. In 1924 two brick additions were built. In
1936 the cobblestone school was torn down and this particular brick addition
and part of the lot were sold to the Catholic Church. The other brick
addition was sold to Earl Adams to use as the Healdsburg Tribune printing
office. The entire lot and buildings are now owned by the Catholic Church
they added their main building in l954.
