This single story bungalow has three low pitched open gables facing
the front. The eaves are open with exposed rafter ends. All three
gables have wide, flat barge rafters. The most prominent gable
covers the front porch and has a large but simple open brace
supported by tapered wooden columns atop square pedestals. Two
square rails connect the column pedestals. Siding is narrow lap
rustic. Windows are double hung with the exception of the front
which have large fixed center panes flanked by narrow double hung
windows.
