This one story cottage has a hip roof with boxed cornice supported by
paired brackets. The tall narrow windows are double hung and paired.
The small hip roof dormer is a later addition and contains a fixed sash
with diagonal panes. The hip roof verandah extends across the front
and left side and large turned columns atop a solid balustrade supporting
the roof. The original rustic siding has been coverd with stucco.

Briefly state historical and/or architectural importance (include dates, events, and persons associated with the site.)

This house show the change from "Italianate" to a more transitional
feeling by the addition of a later style roof dormer and porch. Although
the original structure has been covered in stucco., tnis house still
retains a strong feeling of the period.

"Judge" James T. Coffman, born in Ohio in 1860, lived in this house from
1885 until his death in the 1940's. He became the most active, civically-
connected, respected, and wealthy attorney of his era. Being influenced
by his father who had been at the California mines from 1850 to 1853 before
returning to Ohio, James came to Santa Rosa to study with a law firm in
1883. Admitted to the bar in 1885, he came to Healdsburg and within 2
years was justice of the peace and city recorder, positions he held until
1893. In that year he married Jennie Luce, daughter of a pioneer Sonoma
County family. He practiced law well into his %0'3 and served terms as
president of the Sonoma County Bar Association, city trustee, school
trustee, city attorney, and built a downtown commercial building. "Jt
